Liaison Reports:

Text to address the Initialization Vector problem has been completed and distributed for review.  No concerns have been identified.  A P1800 Mantis report has been filed as a placeholder for the recommended correction.  John moves recommendation of the distributed text from P1735 to P1800, seconded by Dave. Motion approved by acclamation.
Officer Elections

John needs confirmation of entity roster from Gary to establish eligibility for nomination.  There is still one more week for nominations to be submitted.
Wiki Logistics
There has been a pending question on whether the private area is complete and secure.  John verified that the problems he had seen have been addressed.  Everyone is encouraged to check the Wiki site, and to work with Gary/Steven if they do not have access to the private working group area.

John is prepared to post the 1076 draft 4 as a private document. Steven and John will coordinate getting the P1800 draft posted as well.

Call for Donations

John moves that P1735 open a call for donated documents, second by Jim.  Motion passes by acclamation.
Required vs Optional Ciphers

Dave distributed an email overview of the issue raised last week. P1735 will produce a set of recommendations that include a re-examination of the expectations for supported ciphers.

Dave suggested that versioning support be provided to enable forward compatibility.  In the discussion, no conclusion was established and the matter remains for future resolution.
